OFFICE MEMORANDUM

Subject: Expansion & relocation of OPD Services of Cardio & Neuro Centre reg.

The undersigned during multiple rounds of the Cardio & Neuro Centre has noted that the
space of the OPD services therein is extremely limited vis a vis the patient load. Also, due to the
absence of an appropriate queuing / waiting area therein, the patients and their attendants are
often required to queue / wait outside the CN Centre under harsh climatic conditions. It has
emerged from multiple deliberations and discussions with CNC faculty & staff that due to a space
limitation around the CN Centre, there is no possibility to horizontally expand the said OPD area
to provide additional space.

The undersigned after closely following up with various Government authorities, has been
able to seek budgetary approval for the construction of a state-of-the-art new Super Speciality
OPD Block adjacent to the new RAK OPD in the Masjid Moth Campus of AIIMS New Delhi. The
tenders for this Super Speciality OPD Block have already been invited by the executing agency
with an estimated execution timeline of two years. In the Super Speciality OPD Block, two floors
have been planned for the expansion of the OPD services of the CN Centre. This will entail an
expansion of OPD services of CN Centre from the existing space of approx. 25000sqft to
1,10,000sqft in the new Super Speciality OPD Block.

The undersigned has also held deliberations with various stake holders to explore other
options for expansion of OPD services for CN Centre. After, the said deliberations, the following
four options for the expansion of OPD services for CN Centre can be considered:

- Shifting of CNC OPD to the designated space in the super-speciality OPD block in a
timebound manner in sync with the execution timelines of the said block as detailed ante.

- Temporarily shifting of CNC OPD services to the 6th Floor of the new RAK OPD in Masjid
Moth area as desired by the Chief CTC & Chief NSC.

- Utilization of waiting halls being constructed under CSR in various areas of AIIMS for
expansion of CNC OPD services.

- Consider the construction of an additional floor above the existing CNC OPD, if feasible,
for expansion of CNC OPD services.

In view of the above, Chief CTC & Chief NSC are kindly requested to take cognizance of the
above detailed options and work on the best suited option(s) for delivering maximum benefit to

the patients visiting the CNC OPD.
