Subject: Dedicated Day Care Facility for the EHS beneficiaries reg.

AIIMS New Delhi provides health facilities for its employees and their eligible family
members under the Employees Health Scheme (EHS). The undersigned has been interacting with
a lot of AIIMS employees including retired faculty and staff members. During these interactions, it
has been informed that the demand for day care services like dialysis, chemotherapy, endoscopy,
etc. for EHS patients has increased manifold in the past few years. This is leading to increased
consumption of routine patient care slots in various day care areas and is also inconveniencing

the patients and EHS beneficiaries alike.

Accordingly, as a majority of EHS patients seeking such day care services are senior citizens,
it has been decided that a dedicated Day Care Facility shall be operationalized for EHS patients in
the National Centre for Ageing. This facility shall provide comprehensive day care services for all
EHS beneficiaries and shall be operational from 8am - 8pm. The said facility shall be
operationalized by 31st July 2024.
