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Subject: Constitution of Specifications Subcommittee of the EAC for Faculty Residential Accommodation

It has been observed that there have been substantial delays in completion of renovation works of campus
faculty residential accommodation. One of the major reasons for renovation delays has been the extended time
taken by individual faculty members in deciding on the color of tiles, laminates, wall paints, electrical fittings and
other fixtures. Such delays in decision-making have resulted in slower pace of renovation. This causes slower
vacation of flats downstream and magnifies the accommodation problems. Multiple faculty members are affected
in the absence of timely availability of vacated flats resulting in slow turnover and prolonged wait times.

In order to streamline the renovation process and ensure timely completion of works, as well as to maintain
uniform standards, the Competent Authority has decided to limit the available options for tiles, laminates and
related fixtures to three standardized choices for all residential renovation works.

Accordingly, a Specifications Subcommittee (Faculty Accommodation) of the EAC has been constituted by
the EAC 113 dt. 12/03/2026, to finalize the limited set of options that will be made available to faculty members.
The composition of the committee for the year 2026-2027 will be as follows:

The subcommittee is requested to identify and finalize the three standard choices for tiles, laminates, wall
finishes and related specifications within 15 days of issuance of this circular, particularly with reference to D-II flat
specifications, so that renovation works can be completed in a time-bound manner. Once finalized, all residential
renovation works shall be carried out strictly using one of the three approved options only. The EAC may also refer
other related matters concerning residential accommodation specifications to the subcommittee from time to time
for expeditious decision-making. This is in addition to which have been already approved (E.O — 3332342).
